I run a small store that provides an invaluable service to my community. The tobacco display ban that is being pushed through Parliament could seriously harm my business, and I am writing to urge you to oppose it on my behalf.

I am a responsible retailer who fully supports the Government’s aims to reduce youth smoking and believe that tough action is needed. 

However, there is really poor evidence that removing my existing display equipment and replacing it with an alternative will cut smoking among young people. In fact, only recently the New Zealand Prime Minister rejected a display ban due to the lack of evidence of its effectiveness.  

A ban will require me to undertake significant re-organisation to my shop. This will cost me a considerable amount of money, which in the current climate will stretch my business to breaking point. It will also bring other operational challenges that will slow down my staff and increase the risk of shopper theft. 

While Government are reassuring us that compliance costs will be kept to a minimum, they have yet to explain the detail. Small shops are like no other retail business and Government does not seem to understand that any re-organisation will cause significant disruption and result in escalating costs. This is yet another burden and penalty that is being brought to bear on me and my business. In these economic times I would expect Government to be concerned with reducing the burden not increasing it with what I can only describe as a ‘policy gimmick’.

Please act on my behalf and intervene in the Second Reading of the Health Bill and express my concern about this ban. I ask you to additionally sign EDM 885 to show your concern at how the ban will affect small shops.
